OVERVIEW 
The Cumberland Presbyterian Art Contest is organized by the youth ministry of the Greeneville 

Cumberland Presbyterian Church for the enjoyment of those who choose to participate. The contest is 

open to all, regardless of church affiliation, race, gender, age, creed, etc. All entries must be the original 

work or compilation of contest participants. 

CONTEST THEME 
All art entries should be the participant’s interpretation of the theme: “One Day” as it relates to the 

contest theme verse: “On that day it will be said…The Lord your God is in your midst, a Mighty One, who 

will save. God will rejoice over you with gladness, and will renew you with love…” (Zephaniah 3:16-17 

MEV). 

ART PARAMETERS 
All types of art are welcome in the contest. Any performance art should be filmed for submission. Videos 

should be no longer than 5 minutes total. Entries should maintain a PG rating and demonstrate respect 

for all people and property. Any content that is not original should be given proper recognition through 

acknowledgement in credits at the conclusion of the video. Entries should be titled and designated as 

one of the following classifications: visual art, music, dance, film, spoken word, or miscellaneous. 

SUBMITTING 
To submit an entry into the contest, upload your finished video to youtube and send a link or send a 

.jpeg file to ablackwelder@gcpchurch.org by Wednesday, March 11, 2020 at 9pm. Include your entry’s 

title, classification, and names of all who participated in its creation. 

VOTING 
Beginning on Thursday, March 12, 2020, all entries will be posted at www.gcpchurch.org/artcontest for 

voting of Best Overall. Each person is allowed one vote per day. Voting will end on Wednesday, March 

18. All other awards will be voted on by a panel of adult volunteers from Greeneville Cumberland 

Presbyterian Church. 

PRIZE 

The production team or individual that submits the video that wins the Best Overall vote will be awarded 

the Cumberland Presbyterian Art Contest Best Overall trophy, as well as dinner and dessert at Brumley’s 

Restaurant in Greeneville, TN at a date to be determined.
